Japan and United States won't participate this weekend in Trial des Nations. Motorcycle Federations of the countries have explained that  they won't send any representatives because of tragic events in New York and Washington. The japanese federation has said in a press release that the most important are the riders and, in this moment, nobody can certify safety travelling by plane.

With this double absence, the numbers of countries that will participate in Trial des Nations will be 25 national teams in men and 9 teams in ladies.

Japan was second in the last Trial des Nations. It was one of the maximum favourites. Takahisa Fujinami, japanese team's rider, has taken the second place in the World Championship.

Without Japan, the battle will be very closed between Spain and Great Britain.

Marc Colomer, Marc Freixa, Albert Cabestany and Adam Raga will line up the spanish team. They will fight versus Doug Lampkin, Sam Connor, Graham Jarvis and Steve Colley, the british team's members, to repeat the victory in Trial des Nations.

This event is going to held in La Bresse (France) and it's the last international outdoor competition in the season. 
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
